the Marching Band. Kurt was recently selected by competitive audition to the 

2008 Illinois Music Educatorôs Association (IMEA) District Band, and last year participated in the 

Illinois Music Educators Association All-State Band. He also received a Division I rating 

(Superior) in the 2008 Illinois High School Association State Solo and Ensemble Contest.  
Way to go, Kurt! 

How long have you been playing an instrument? Where did you get started?  
Iôve been playing the clarinet since 5th grade and the piano, with an emphasis on music theory and accompanying, since 8th grade. I 
got started with the clarinet in band at school, eventually taking private lessons with Andrea DiOrio, and also taking private lessons at 

Fairview Music for piano with Ed Przyzycki and then Chris Siegel. 

Who has influenced your musical ñcareerò the most and why? 
Mr. Brad Payne and Mr. Keith Carlson, my elementary school and junior high band directors, really kept me interested in band with 

their fun and lively personalities and genuineness, and also introduced me to music technology such as Finale, something very useful 

for me today. Don Cavalli and Carrie Marcotte, both of whom I know through my church, really pushed me on both the clarinet and 

piano when I didnôt think it was possible, teaching me how to transpose and harmonize on the fly how to and ñnoodleò or improvise 

on the piano, something that really helped my sight reading skills. 

What are your interests outside of DGN Band?  
I am heavily involved with the music program at St. Scholastica Church, serving as Assistant Coordinator for Instrumental Music 

(which involves some music arrangingJ) for clarinet and also as a general piano accompanist. I am also an avid White Sox fan and 

enjoy going to the games (usually in Mr. Kayseôs seatsé). 

What will your life be like after DGN Band? College/work/music?  
I hope to study pharmacy at Benedictine, UIC, or Loyola while also keeping music in my plans in some shape or form. I would like to 
continue accompanying at various functions such as weddings during that time and beyond just because it is enjoyable and a decent 

source of side income. 

What is one interesting thing about you that most people wouldnôt know? 
I studied Shotokan karate for around seven years, beginning when I was seven. During the latter part of that time, I assistant taught 

some of the beginner karate classes at the Woodridge Park District.

Dick Riley, Jr. 
 

February 7, 1961 ï November 9, 2008 

 

 
 

As an organization ï the North High Music Boosters ï we knew Dick as a ñman of many hats.ò  There 
were ï of course ï those wonderfully whimsical Dick Riley moments when he literally wore many  
different hats.  I remember one of the bandôs tours to Florida where Dick tried on a seemingly endless 

string of hats, being photographed in many of them.  The more outrageous the hat, the more Dick  
embraced the opportunity to make us smile! 

 
The less literal, and more figurative interpretation of his many hats, brings to mind his role as a loving 
husband, an adoring father, and an upstanding community volunteer.  Those involved closely with the 

North High Music Boosters over the years have had the privilege of witnessing Dick wear all three of these 
hats é often at the same time. 

 
Dickôs love of his family was evident to anyone who had the chance to volunteer side by side with him.  

Regardless of the event, the function, the concert, the field or the court, whenever I saw Dick supporting 
Tina, Megan or Kiersten, he was doing so with an unconditional sense of pride in his family.  Whether he 
was assisting Tina with a Band Banquet Raffle, listening to his daughterôs concerts, or attending a color 
guard competition, one could always note that glimmer in his eyes that shouted ñIôm so proud of them!ò   

 
Beyond his sense of pride for his own family, Dick was always one to invest his time and energy into sup-

porting young men and women who were a part of our North High community.  Some of my fondest 
memories of Dick come from the tours in which he volunteered to chaperone.  Toronto ï Florida ï San 
Diego ï and New York were all destinations where Dickôs steady leadership, personal integrity and genu-
ine caring of others made an incredible impact on our organization.  And no Friday night football game 
seemed complete unless we saw Dick standing on the sidelines.  One foot toward the team, and one foot 

toward the band box, as if to symbolize his love of both. 
 

Dick Riley did indeed wear many hats.  He wore them with grace.  He wore them with compassion.   
He wore them with optimism and a spirit of selflessness.  And we will miss him deeply.
